Evansville College at night to get a Bachelor’s Degree in special education,
and a Master’s Degree in guidance from Ball State University.

In 1971 she
became guidance counselor for North Posey High School. Iris worked with



many students to attend different colleges and trade schools, sponsored
foreign exchange students, and helped students with family problems. Iris has
always loved art and has painted many pictures, and on many occasions
taught art to anyone that wanted to learn to draw and paint. 

 After retiring in 1989 as Director of Guidance, she did not quit helping in any
way she could. She worked with the Veteran’s Administration to deliver
medicine, received the JC Penny Golden Rule Medal for her volunteer work
as a docent at Mesker Park Zoo, belongs to the Indiana State Retired
Teachers Association and the VFW Ladies Auxiliary. 

 Iris was not only a wonderful mother, grandmother, great grandmother and
great great grandmother. She was just a good person.
